Speeding, Traffic & Highways Issues/Police Matters
The Vice-Chairman and Cllr Ms Parkin (LCC) had met with Ms L Harding (LCC Highways Officer) on-site meeting to ascertain a solution for the issue at the far end of the beck, following removal of the boulders. The Vice-Chairman felt that the wishes of local Parishioners (pedestrians including children, cyclists, etc.), who were the majority/regular users of the beck should be supported and various suggestions were being considered to distinguish the path from the water-course. The Vice-Chairman also suggest 20mph signage which he had seen used elsewhere on wet areas of this type. Cllr Ms Parkin (LCC) liaise with Ms Harding (LCC Highways Officer) to produce 3-4 options for consideration. 
The Committee also raised some other areas of concern, firstly regarding the condition of a road, where mud and debris from felled trees had completely obscured the road in one section and secondly at Wood Lane, where 10mph signage was requested, due to the road becoming a single track lane and speeding traffic going to the wood was making the road dangerous to the many walkers who also went to the woods. It was noted that there was still some storm rubble to be collected. Cllr Ms Parkin (LCC) to report back on these matters at the next meeting.
